This musical audition will be conducted in two parts: (a) an initial 

screening by pre-recorded M P 3/CD and (b) a live audition for those selected out of the initial 

screening.  Details concerning recording submission are attached.  Please look over these 

requirements carefully to determine if you are prepared to take the audition at this time.  The 

following information outlines requirements and important dates. 

 
Feb 6, 2017  Deadline for receipt of all musical pre-screening materials and  

    resume. Demonstration CDs cannot be returned to applicant. 

Feb 14, 2017  Each candidate will be notified whether or not he/she is  

   invited to participate in the live auditions. 

Mar 23-24, 2017  Live audition at San Antonio, TX (JBSA Lackland). 

 
In addition to passing the musical audition, applicants must be between the age of 17 and 39 

and meet all Air Force weight, medical, financial, legal, and citizenship requirements.

In order to attend the live audition, you must meet with the United States Air Force 

Recruiter in your area to be pre-qualified to attend basic training.  Our office will initiate this visit 

after we find you musically qualified.  You must return a memorandum from your recruiter visit 

to our offices in order to attend the audition.
